
Rule 15.  Depositions 

 

(a) – (c)  [NO CHANGE] 

 

(d)   Taking and Preserving Depositions.  Depositions shall be taken and transcribed as directed 

by the court.  All depositions shall be preserved by video recording at the expense of the requesting 

party.  A copy of the video recording may direct and upon completion shall be lodged filed with 

the clerk of the court and provided to the opposing party.

(f)  Copies Transcripts of Depositions to Defendant.   If the deposition is taken at the instance 

of the prosecution, a transcribed copy of it shall be furnished without cost to the defendant 

promptly upon the defendant’s request.  The requesting party shall file a transcript of the deposition 

with the clerk of the court and provide a copy to the opposing party without cost. 
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
