STEP 1: CAPTION

• Check the District Court Box

• Write “Larimer” next to County

STEP 4: #2

• If the other party owes you money due to violating the 

court order:

o Write down the total amount that you believe is owed 
to you

o Write down the number of payments the other party 

has missed

o Write down the payment amount that was ordered
o Write down the dates the payments were missed ❑

You will need to 

file a motion to modify 

or a motion concerning 

parenting time disputes 

to address those 

matters.)
