They are qualified to express an opinion relating to abuse, trauma, or the behaviors of victims 

and perpetrators during parental responsibilities proceedings. 

b)  Cannot Opine 

The appointed professional can complete an investigation or evaluation and report.  They 

must include data and facts that indicates domestic violence and child abuse if either is 

alleged.  But they cannot express an opinion relating to abuse, trauma, or the behaviors of 

victims and perpetrators during parental responsibilities proceedings.
