Clerk and Recorder, Treasurer and Assessor’s offices are also located in the
courthouse.

In order to protect the privacy of all persons using the courthouse, no audio or
video recording devices, cameras or any photographic devices including cell
phone cameras, or ipads may be used at any time for recording, or photographs
inside the entire courthouse or courtrooms on February 19, 2019 without prior
approval of this Court.
