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Colorado Probation is an important component of the criminal justice system.  It provides the court and the community with an alterna-
tive to incarceration for adults and juveniles who commit crimes.  Probation staff are state employees and work under the administrative 
authority of the Judicial District’s Chief Judge and Chief Probation Officer in each of the 22 judicial districts.

The Division of Probation Services (DPS), which operates within the State Court Administrator’s Office (SCAO), works with probation 
departments to provide support, evaluation and training.  DPS develops and publishes standards for regular probation and all inten-
sive programs.  Within the limits of statute and these state standards, each district may develop and structure programs that address 
the needs of the local court and community. 

Probation officers must hold a Bachelor’s 
degree and complete the probation acad-
emy and attend annual training.
