Records shall not be open to the public but shall be available to a district attorney, local law enforcement agency, the department of human services, the state judicial department and the victim as defined in C.R.S. § 24-4.1-302(5); except that such information shall NOT be available to an agency of the military forces of the United States.
c) The records shall be available to any judge or probation department for use in any future juvenile or adult sentencing hearing regarding the Petitioner.
